No
stranger to Millikin soccer, Lee took over the program in 2003
after serving two years as a Big Blue assistant coach and
was an integral part of Millikin's first-ever CCIW men's soccer
championship in 2001.

Lee, a 2000 graduate of Bradley University, coached the women to a 4-12
record in 2004 and has had one player named to All-CCIW teams during his
coaching career.

While assisting at Millikin, Lee was also serving as the head girls soccer
coach at Decatur's MacArthur High School, compiling a 25-20-4 record in two
seasons. A goalkeeper by trade, Lee trained the Midstate Soccer Club's goal-
keepers in 2002.

The name Carthage College Kenosha, Wisconsin
was changed in May 1967 to recognize the two Wisconsin schools, Elmhurst College Elmhurst, lllinois
Carroll and Carthage. Charter members were Millikin, Augustana, lllinois Wesleyan University Bloomington, lllinois
Carthage (then located in lllinois), ElImhurst, Illinois College, lllinois Millikin University Decatur, lllinois
Wesleyan, Lake Forest, North Central and Wheaton. North Central College Naperville, Illinois
Carthage left in 1952 and returned in 1961, while lllinois College North Park University Chicago, lllinois
departed in 1953 and Lake Forest left in 1967. Wheaton left in 1959 Wheaton College Wheaton, lllinois

and returned in 1967, and Elmhurst dropped out in 1960 only to
return in 1967. Carroll joined in 1955 and left in 1992 and North Park
became a member in 1962.

Griswold Physical Education Center

Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 3.052, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals. Recent renovations

include new bleachers on the west
side, a fresh coat of paint, a new gym
floor design and new scoreboards.
The men’s and women’s basketball,
women’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane MclIntosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women'’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic

training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center, Millikin’s
track & field teams take advantage of 1997
renovations that included an eight-lane, all-
weather track. The USATF Youth Athletic
Championships were held on the track in
both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin also hosted
the NCAA Division Il Outdoor Track & Field
Championships in 2001.

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-campus facilities. The men’s and

women’s tennis teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from
campus. The men’s and women'’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball pro-
gram calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the

cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview
Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the his-
toric Interurban Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis

Park to the Macon County Conservation District Bikeway
to the Rock Springs Environmental Center.

Decatur Indoor S ports Center (DISC) at Millikin
Constructed in January 2000

in conjunction with the
Decatur Park District, the
DISC is a 87,000 square foot,
on-campus athletic facility.

The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place
